Old Gate Temporary Road Closure – 7th – 10th November

 

As part of the continued preparation work for the 

Hebden Bridge Flood Alleviation Scheme (FAS), 

our contracting partner BAM Nuttall are 

undertaking a series of trial holes in the town 

during this autumn. The work will involve digging 

trial holes (small excavations) at a number of 

locations in the roadway. The trial holes are 

required in order to fully map the various utility 

services beneath the road. This will provide 

information to allow us to carry out the necessary 

drainage work later as part of the main flood 

alleviation scheme. 

 

A road closure will be in place on Old Gate 

between Tuesday 7th – Friday 10th November 

to facilitate delivery of these important works.  

 

Working hours will be between 8am-4pm and 

vehicular access will be impeded between 

these times. We kindly ask that residents 

remove vehicles during this time.  

 

We apologise for any inconvenience this work 

causes, but it is essential that these works are 

carried out.
